The meeting was called to order by Marianne Barton at 7:01 p.m.  There were seven PAC officers and six parents in attendance.    
The minutes of the March 4, 2009 meeting were submitted by Denise McMillen and were accepted without changes.    
The Treasurer’s report was submitted by Susan Ellsworth.  The coffee sales will go into the next month’s Treasurer’s Report. 
Principal’s Report:

We were able to hold the CAPT testing in spite of bad weather and had 100% participation.  Two week’s ago the meeting for Accepted Class of 2013 was held.  All but three families attended.  The staff was asked if they wanted tickets to the cruise on the Connecticut River in lieu of the Appreciation Lunch.  They would prefer the Appreciation Lunch.   The I.B. Art Exam is tomorrow, with the remaining I.B. exams to be held on May 4th through May 18th.  May 16th will be the Michael Abelon memorial walk.  The Awards Night will be May 28th.   Spirit Week is the last week of May.  
SAB Report:

Old Business:
College Night – There were 72 in attendance.  This was very high attendance and the program was well received.  We may want to consider moving this to the fall next year, as this time was busy for the colleges.  
Coffee Sales – We sold $424 and made $212.  The coffee will be distributed on April 13th.  
New Business:

End of Year Barbeque –  Art Arpin will find out how much it costs for the custodian as this is mandatory for this type of school function.  The last day of school is tentatively June 22.  We decided to postpone the Barbeque until September.
Newsletter – Carolyn Kaufman discussed a separate PAC newsletter that will begin next month.  We will use an alternate color.  We should have a standard color.  The parents felt that email would be the best method for communication.  

Scholarship Support - $100 per award was done last year.  Art Arpin thought this was well received.  We can’t afford to maintain the $100 awards with other items that we approved such as the Freshman planners and the Barbeque, therefore we will reduce to $50 per scholarship.  
Staff Appreciation Lunch – this will cost approximately $200 and we want to continue this function.  
A lengthy discussion was held regarding an incident that occurred at school.  There were two emails sent to parents to discuss the incident – both using the email distribution from the college night emailing.  Several parents present at the meeting reported that a remark was made by a student which used obscenities and was degrading to women.  After much discussion, the parents and P.A.C. recommended that some type of sensitivity/sexual harassment training should be held at the school.
